I am writing to express my support for the City of Sacramento’s recently submitted Proposition 84 Statewide Park Development and Community Revitalization application for the North Natomas Regional Park Site, a new park which will provide a regional draw in Sacramento upon completion.  

This pivotal park site will serve residents from the surrounding community as well as the greater Sacramento area. This park site has been undeveloped for over ten years in a part of the city that has more than doubled its population in the same amount of time. A muted economy has impacted the local community and prevented the addition of important neighborhood resources such as community centers and gathering spaces. The North Natomas Regional Park Site will serve an approximate 200,000 visitors per year and will feature some great amenities such as baseball fields, softball fields, an entry plaza, walking paths, group picnic area, themed playground for children, interactive water mister area, outdoor amphitheatre/outdoor learning space, and a farmer’s market. This facility will provide the local community with access to recreational activities and options to promote health and well-being. In addition, this park will serve as a home to numerous community groups, youth sports teams and volunteer groups for functions, sports games and other events. 

The Natomas area is home to over 106,000 residents – the largest and fastest growing district in the City and the only neighborhood within the City of Sacramento without a community center or central gathering space.  By receiving parks grant funding (a first for the Natomas community), the City will be able to provide residents with a central outdoor space that will serve as a hub for the community.
